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A TOUCH OF SPRING

A double yolk goose egg was used in the original design but pattern
is reduced for a small egg and also enlarged for a Rhea egg.

MARKING:
1. With an egg marker divide the egg into quarters. Measure
from center top to center bottom and mark a center girth
around the egg vertically.

2. Trace the pattern off onto tracing paper. Lay the pattern on
the egg lining it up with the half dividing line and the
center girth line as in Fig: 1 front wiew. Flip the pattern
over and trace it on the other side of the girth line. Repeat
this same procedure on the back half of the egg as in Pig, 2
back view.

3. For the front curve on the bottom section of the egg just
lay the pattern below the half dividing line and trace the
top part of it only which will give you the same cutting lines
as the top portion of the egg. On the back you will just leave
it straight as in Fig. 2.

4. Once all the marking is done to your satisfaction permanent
mark all of the decorating and cutting lines. Wash off all
of the other pencil marks.

2. On the inside top 1id glue a coat of pearl flakes mixed with
polyflakes. Seal with a coat of Mod Podge.

3. Line the bottom section with your favorite jewel box lining.
DECORATING:
1. Glue a piece of light green organdy fabric over the opening in
the leaf design. Pull this taunt and let the glue dry for a
few minutes. With very sharp scissors trim off the excess
fabric so it doesn't extend over the edge.

2. Bach leaf is decorated as follows: Outline with fine gold cord,
a& row of Green Turmaline rhinestones and another row of fine
gold cord. Outline the inner part of the leaf with a row of

fine gold cord, a row of no hole pearls, and a row of fine
gold cord. The lines within this design are corded with

green metallic cord.

1. Glue the egg to the stand. The stand that I used is not really
suitable for a horizonal egg unless you add a finding to the
top for the egg to sit in.
